CVC will announce 4 annual awards for $1000 each

CVC is sponsoring an annual awards series to begin the collection of best practices and the development of a success story library for the purpose of sharing philanthropy-building best practices across the state.  The CVC is looking for examples of innovative and dynamic leadership, new and effective policies and procedures, and demonstrations of unique or inspirational outcomes and impacts that would be helpful to other community foundation leaders and philanthropic organizations across Iowa.  To recognize these achievements, CVC will provide four annual achievement awards of $1000 each and highlight the award winners at a future CVC Philanthropy Academy.  

The focus of the awards for the coming year will be for community foundation affiliate entities that have developed and implemented a variety of interesting programs related to:

· Efforts and outcomes in educating donors and advisors about building endowments. 
· Initiatives for making donor contacts and collecting donor information for building endowments that support community vitality. 

· Efforts and outcomes related to encourage or assist donors in making bequests or end-of-life planned gifts 

· Creating a community culture for making bequests or end-of-life planned gifts. 

Now your best practice ideas and stories of success and accomplishment can bring you not only honor and recognition, but also a $1,000 seed grant to help cover the cost of documenting your success story, innovative idea, collaboration effort, or best practice.  Alternatively, the award may be used to provide project matching funds or to organize efforts to establish a permanent endowment for a public purpose within your community foundation or affiliate organization. 

All entrants must agree to have any winning entries posted on the CVC website and will be invited to share their successes at Philanthropy Academies in the future.  The entries will be evaluated by the CVC Philanthropy Committee in accordance to the following four criteria: 

1. Nature of New and or Unique Practices

2. Measurable Success and Accomplishment

3. Usefulness to Others

4. Clarity and Ability to Inspire Others
All entries must include the title of the success story, name of the sponsoring foundation or affiliate, and the personal contact information for the person submitting the success story.  The success story description is limited to 300 words (excluding title, name of foundation and contract information).  All entries are to be submitted by December 1, 2007 electronically to cvc@iastate.edu .
